Return on Equity is the average amount of netincome returned as a percentage of
shareholder's equity over the pastfive years. R Squared represents the percentage of the portfolio's movement
that can be explained by the market. Standard Deviation measures the portfolio's total-return volatility. A higher
standard deviation indicates greater historical volatility. Turnover is a percentage of a portfolio's assets that have
changed overthe course of a year. Itis calculated by dividing the average assets during the period by the lesser
of the value of purchases or the value of sales during the same period.
